The new West Palm Beach Public Library at City Center opened 

in mid-April 2009.  The use of the library has increased           

dramatically since that time.

The number of people using the library increased by 

36%; materials checked out increased 47%; the use of self-

check machines increased 408%; reference questions answered     

increased by 46%; computer use increased 48%; and              

attendance at adult programs and computer workshops       

increased by 43%.  While these levels of increased service are 

seldom achieved in libraries, the real benefit is to our           

community.

With Ask a Librarian, you have a professional to 
help evaluate resources, access to great resources hidden from search engines, and 
access to full-text journals and books.   

Studies prove that having a librarian assist you with your research can help you get 
better grades and save you time! Librarians will not only help you find information but 
will also help organize and evaluate that information.  With so much information out
